Background:

The Community Services Department organizes and coordinates programming for
youth and adults such as fitness classes, Wolf Cub Adventure Camp, Home
Alone/Babysitting Courses, public skating and minor baseball and soccer leagues as
well as annual community events such as the Ripley Winter Carnival.

Discussion:

Youth Programs

Registration will open for Ripley Summer Sports from January 1, 2023 to March 15,
2024.

The St. John Ambulance Home Alone Course had 12 participants. Staff is working
with instructors to offer a Babysitting Course during the Christmas Break.

Kala Stuckless of Stuckless Healing Co. will continue with Empowering Kids in the
Kitchen Cooking at the Ripley-Huron Community Centre.
